a. Filling the Business Representative Vacancy: Pursuant to the Article VII Paragraph K, anyone interested in filling the currently vacant position of Business Representative must submit an application to the Secretary on or before the start of the December 4, 2008 Board meeting. If only one application is received, the Board will take a vote and if a majority of the Board members approve the applicant the position will be filled. If more than one application is submitted then a vote shall be taken at the regular Board meeting. The vote shall be presided over by the Board and each Stakeholder present shall be allowed to vote. 

b. Filling the Community Based Organization Representative Vacancy held by Carolina Castillo who has resigned: Pursuant to the Article VII Paragraph K, anyone interested in filling the currently vacant position of Community Based Organization Representative must submit an
application to the Secretary on or before the start of the December 4, 2008 Board meeting. If only one application is received, the Board will take a vote and if a majority of the Board members approve the applicant the position will be filled. If more than one application is
submitted then a vote shall be taken at the regular Board meeting. The vote shall be presided over by the Board and each Stakeholder present shall be allowed to vote.

attendance has been spectacular, both happened to miss the 11/6 and 11/20 Board meetings. Both had good reasons for missing but excused absences are nonetheless counted as absenses. On re-reading of the bylaws, it appears that neither should have been listed because both
were at the Special meeting on 11/13/08 and the bylaws do not distinguish between Special and Regular meetings other than missing a Special Meeting cannot be used as a reason to remove a Board member.
